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DVUSD FY20 AFR Highlights

 Total of all expenses increased to from $344M in FY19 to $377M in FY20. 

 Overall M&O spending is up $1.2 million (or .5%) due to increase in an 

increase in state funding and students. Spending on salaries increased 

$6.4 million (or 4.8%). 

 Our projected M&O carry forward was $4,292,095 (from FY20 carried 

forward in to the FY21 budget) but the actual amount is now 

$13,006,556. 

 Overall, instruction remained consistent at 60% of all M&O spending.

 Instruction spending increased by $969,000 due to increases in special 

education. 

 Operation & Maintenance (Facilities) spending decreased $1.8M from 

in FY20 due to utility savings and fewer expenses during school closures. 

 Capital spending increased to $8.1M in FY20 from $4.9M in FY19; mostly 

due to an increase in curriculum adoptions and instructional software.
